EstellaCafias,Division of Small BusinessDept of BusinessAdministration,
University of CentralAmerica, useda coloredmapof El Salvadorto notethe
greatdisparity of economicincomein the country.

Sheexplainedsomeglobal factorsthat haveput Salvadorarsmall businesse
crisis overthelastfour years:fewer marketsin U.S.; the mobility of jobs with
globalization; provisionsof tradeagreements

Onthe micro-level, in discussiorwith SEWwomen,Prof Cafiasaffirmed
the positive strategieghey haveused,confirmedtheir experiencehat
womenmusttaketheir rightful placein economicmattersand not wait for
men’sapproval.Shenotedthe importanceof knowing marketpreferences,
e.g.sweetor salty cheeseknowing the cycle of businessj.e. whendo you
sell the most, the least;knowing how to diversify; going to marketsand
not expectingthemto cometo you.

Prof Cafas’dnformation affirmed the strugglesSEW womenfacein the
contextof world factorsandcurrentSalvadorareconomicrealities and
clarified issueson marketing,legalizationand economicpolicy.
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
